Our
farmers and fishermen have the same problem. There are several
abandoned vehicles in our village. Our proposal is to remove the
alternators and batteries from these vehicles and use them to genergite
and store electricity. To do this we would make wind turbines by
designing our own blades and attaching them to the alternators. We
